Each of these people may talk with you at different times to make sure they know your needs and can help you in the best way.  
The chart below tells who each team member is and what they may do to help you move.

· If you are in a Nursing Facility, a Community Living Specialist (CLS) may visit you. 
· Your CLS will:
·  Ask about your goals for living in the community
· Ask what help you need, talk with you about when you’ve lived in the community before & ask about family & friends who can help you.
· Help you, your family/guardian, friends & the nursing facility discharge planner to identify resources that can help you reach your goals for community living.
·  Tell you about programs you may be able to enroll in and give you applications for those programs

· If you apply for HOME Choice, a Pre-transition Case Manager (PTCM) will come visit you. 
· Your PTCM will help you:
·  Decide what supports you will need in the community and share information with you about resources and services
· Review the HOME Choice Informed Consent form with you and have you complete it
· Provide Medicaid waiver information to you
· Explain what housing choices are allowed for HOME Choice
· Help you select a  Transition Coordinator who can best address your needs
· Give you information about HOME Choice services and funds that can help you in moving back into the community

· If you enroll in HOME Choice and are not also enrolled on a Medicaid waiver (getting Medicaid Card Services Only), a HOME Choice Case Manager (HCCM) will work with you shortly before you move and while you live in the community.  
· Your HCCM will:
· Help you decide your service needs & make sure services are in place on moving day
· Help you plan for emergencies & make sure you know who to call
· Check in with you monthly during the 365 days you may be enrolled on HOME Choice
