Description of the Setting

Assisted Living Services, Inc DBA Amherst Manor (hereafter AL or setting) is corporately owned by Sprenger Healthcare Systems. The setting is located in rural Amherst, Ohio. The setting has an assisted living (AL)
setting co-located with a nursing facility (NF). The AL has a separate operating budget from the NF. The AL provides waiver services.

There is an exterior sign identifying the NF and AL from the main road. A long driveway from the main road leads to the setting. The driveway leads to a parking lot in front of the setting and a parking lot behind
the setting. In the front of the setting there is a sign directing individuals to the AL parking lot and AL main entrance. There is designated handicap parking for individuals residing at the setting and for visitors. The
setting is three-floors and is approximately two miles from restaurants, a high school, and library. Individuals living in private residences have the same proximity to the community as the AL individuals.

The AL and a rehab wing are on the first floor and the NF is on the second and third floors. The AL main entrance has two sets of doors. There is another AL entrance in the back of the setting. This entrance also
has two sets of doors. Many individuals and families use this AL entrance to be picked up for doctor’s appointments since the entrance is in front of a parking lot. The NF main entrance is next to the AL main
entrance, but they are separate.

Immediately inside the AL main entrance is a lobby with couches, chairs, reception desk, administrative offices, and a TV. Beyond the AL lobby is the AL hallway to the left and a rehab hallway to the right.

There are AL living units on both sides of the hallway. The AL dining room is at the end of the hallway before the hallway bends slightly left. The other AL entrance is accessible through the dining room. Another AL
living unit hallway beings after the AL dining room. There is an activity room, beauty salon, conference room, laundry room, and kitchen for the entire setting. A public, cordless phone is available for individuals to
make private phone calls.

Visitors are always welcome and encouraged to join individuals
during meals. A list of meal alternatives is available on the daily menu. The menu is posted in the dining room daily for individuals to view. If an individual missed a meal, they can notify the aide and a meal will be
saved for them. Snacks are available twenty-four hours a day, and upon request. Snacks and juice are located at the AL dining room. Individuals may also keep snacks in their living units.

Several individuals have decorated their living unit doors with personal and seasonal decorations. Each living unit bathroom has a walk-in or roll-in shower with grab bars. Each living
unit has a microwave and refrigerator. Some living units have a bay window and others have a private patio. One individual with a private patio had furniture they brought from
home. She frequently sat outside on nice days and kept the door open to her patio to let the breeze inside. There were also several family pictures on the walls.

Upon enrollment, individuals residing in the
setting are offered the same protections as an individual who is not enrolled on a waiver. Individuals also sign the Ohio Department of Aging’s enroliment agreement which indicates
an individual has chosen waiver services in lieu of institutionalization in a NF, including the setting of their choice.

Individuals also go on outings with their family, friends, and on their own as they wish. According the AL Director, most come and go with family and friends.

Individuals may call AL staff ahead of time and notify them of their arrival after the AL main
entrance doors are locked.

Community Integration Observations and Input from Individuals, Family Members/Guardians, and Staff

Three individuals were interviewed without the presence of administrative staff. The questions are a set of standard questions used in a
conversational tone with individuals to ensure they are at ease during the interviews. All three individuals described their experience as positive
and they enjoy the setting. One individual said this is the next best thing to home. Two of the individuals confirmed they have their own
banking accounts, and the other has a resident funds account. They agreed staff respect their privacy by always knocking, waiting for an
invitation to enter, shutting doors, and shutting curtains.

Everyone said they have options of when and where they want their services delivered. One individual stated she enjoys having the choice of
choosing her own doctors and pharmacy. They all agreed there were no problems with communicating with staff and they get along with them.
One individual mentioned the staff is very accommodating with his requests.

Individuals confirmed they are not assigned seats in the dining room or during activities. They confirmed they are not required to participate in
activities. They can eat meals when and where they choose. If they choose to eat in their room, the setting will have an aide deliver the meal to
their living unit. One individual mentioned staff will bring the meal to her room if she likes. All three mentioned they eat their meals in the
dining room and enjoy the selection of choices available during meals times.

Two individuals reported they come and go as they please. Their family members take them out to restaurants and to the store. One individual
mentioned she has the option to go out, but she does notas she would rather read a book. Individuals may have visitors at their leisure. One
individual stated her son visits a lot and brings things for her and other individuals. The individuals enjoyed the outings offered by the setting
such as trips to the lake, picnics, trips to Walmart, Dollar Store, and to restaurants. The individuals confirmed snacks are always available in
dining room. There is a snack bowl, which is always stocked, and different types of drinks. They all mentioned they can also request a snack if
needed, but most have them in their living units.

Three employees were interviewed without the presence of administrative staff. All three stated they support privacy and dignity of individuals
by keeping individual’s doors closed, knocking before entering, and talking to them in private. Employees reported individuals leave the setting
regularly, on their own, with friends, and family. One employee confirmed the individuals go out with family a lot. The employees mentioned
the individuals have keys to access the setting after hours and they know the code for after-hour access.

The employees noted individuals leave the setting at least 2-3 times per month to go into the community for scheduled activities. The outings
include shopping, dining, and entertainment. One employee mentioned individuals will sometimes see friends and family out during community
outings. Some individuals are from the neighborhood, so this happens frequently.

One employee mentioned if an individual misses a meal, staff will save a meal and place it in the community kitchen. If the individual knows
they are going to miss a meal prior to leaving the setting, the setting will pack a lunch for the individual, if needed. The employees stated there
are several food options available if a meal is missed. If an individual wants a snack they can go to the dining room or contact staff at any time.

All entrances are locked from 9:30 p.m. until 6:00 a.m.  Individuals are given a key to the AL entrances and may use this key when the doors are locked.  Individuals may also use the NF main entrance.  There is a key pad and all AL individuals are given the key code.  Individuals may call AL staff ahead of time and notify them of their arrival after the AL main entrance doors are locked.

AL staff are separate from NF staff.  AL staff are trained upon hire, monthly, and as needed.  Training takes place face to face, and online using the Relias training system.  The trainings include: Principles and Philosophy of Aging, The Aging Process, Intermittent Cuing, Redirecting and Environmental Cues for Cognitively-Impaired Consumers and /or Behaviorally-Impaired Consumers, Confidentiality/HIPAA, Consumer Services Plan Process, and Consumer Right to Assume Responsibility for Decisions, Dementia, to name a few.

	Community Integration Observations and Input from Individuals Family MembersGuardians and Staff: Three individuals were interviewed without the presence of administrative staff.  The questions are a set of standard questions used in a conversational tone with individuals to ensure they are at ease during the interviews.  All three individuals described their experience as positive and they enjoy the setting.  One individual said this is the next best thing to home.  Two of the individuals confirmed they have their own banking accounts, and the other has a resident funds account.  They agreed staff respect their privacy by always knocking, waiting for an invitation to enter, shutting doors, and shutting curtains.  

Everyone said they have options of when and where they want their services delivered. One individual stated she enjoys having the choice of choosing her own doctors and pharmacy.  They all agreed there were no problems with communicating with staff and they get along with them.  One individual mentioned the staff is very accommodating with his requests. 

Individuals confirmed they are not assigned seats in the dining room or during activities.  They confirmed they are not required to participate in activities.  They can eat meals when and where they choose.  If they choose to eat in their room, the setting will have an aide deliver the meal to their living unit.  One individual mentioned staff will bring the meal to her room if she likes.  All three mentioned they eat their meals in the dining room and enjoy the selection of choices available during meals times.  

Two individuals reported they come and go as they please.  Their family members take them out to restaurants and to the store.  One individual mentioned she has the option to go out, but she does notas she would rather read a book.  Individuals may have visitors at their leisure.  One individual stated her son visits a lot and brings things for her and other individuals.  The individuals enjoyed the outings offered by the setting such as trips to the lake, picnics, trips to Walmart, Dollar Store, and to restaurants. The individuals confirmed snacks are always available in dining room.  There is a snack bowl, which is always stocked, and different types of drinks.  They all mentioned they can also request a snack if needed, but most have them in their living units.

Three employees were interviewed without the presence of administrative staff.  All three stated they support privacy and dignity of individuals by keeping individual’s doors closed, knocking before entering, and talking to them in private.  Employees reported individuals leave the setting regularly, on their own, with friends, and family.  One employee confirmed the individuals go out with family a lot.  The employees mentioned the individuals have keys to access the setting after hours and they know the code for after-hour access.   

The employees noted individuals leave the setting at least 2-3 times per month to go into the community for scheduled activities.  The outings include shopping, dining, and entertainment.  One employee mentioned individuals will sometimes see friends and family out during community outings.  Some individuals are from the neighborhood, so this happens frequently.  

One employee mentioned if an individual misses a meal, staff will save a meal and place it in the community kitchen.  If the individual knows they are going to miss a meal prior to leaving the setting, the setting will pack a lunch for the individual, if needed.  The employees stated there are several food options available if a meal is missed.  If an individual wants a snack they can go to the dining room or contact staff at any time.
