Description of the Setting

Regina Health Center (hereafter AL or setting) is a ministry of the Sisters of Charity Health System which is in rural Richfield, Ohio. The setting has an assisted living (AL) setting co-located with a nursing facility (NF). The AL provides waiver services.

There is a sign identifying the AL and NF from the main road. A long driveway from the main road leads to the setting. The driveway wraps around the entire setting. As one approaches the setting, there is another sign identifying the main entrance. The AL
and NF have a shared main entrance. The AL is on the third floor and the NF is on the second floor. The AL is approximately ten miles from restaurants, grocery stores, and private residences.

Individuals living in private residences have the same proximity to the community as individuals residing in the AL.

There is a large parking lot on the left, which has designated handicap parking for individuals residing at the setting or for visitors. The setting’s main entrance is on the right, just before the parking lot. The main entrance has one set of sliding glass doors and
is covered.

The setting’s main entrance is on the ground floor. There is a seating area immediately inside the main entrance. There is an elevator to the left and a short flight of stairs straight ahead, leading to the first floor. Once on the first floor, there is a reception
desk on the right, a meeting room on the left, and a large chapel and elevators straight ahead. There are hallways on the right and the left before reaching the chapel. The hallway on the left has administrative offices, an activity room, and library. The
hallway on the right has more administrative offices.

The ground floor of the setting has a computer lab, which can be used by both AL and NF individuals. There is a large dining room, which is for AL individuals only. The NF has their own dining room on the second floor. There is a large assembly hall, therapy
and rehabilitation room, beauty salon, ice cream parlor, gift shop, and access to the garden which are available to AL and NF individuals. The garden has several benches and chairs, and a pergola with picnic tables. Individuals have planted vegetables and
flowers throughout the garden. Some individuals also work with volunteer master gardeners to maintain the grounds of the setting.

The second floor of the setting is the NF. AL individuals have access to the NF at all times. The AL is on the third floor of the setting. Once off the elevator on the third floor there is a seating area with couches, chairs, and a TV. Beyond the seating area is a
large gathering room straight ahead and a hallway on the right and left. The gathering room has individuals’ mail boxes, several chairs, couches, tables, games, puzzles, books, and newspapers. There is a bulletin board with the monthly activities posted. The
hallway on the left leads to a laundry room, kitchen, and AL living units. The hallway on the right leads to the AL nurse’s station, laundry room, kitchen room, and AL living units. The kitchen has a refrigerator, microwave, toaster, table and chairs, and snacks.
Individuals can keep their own snacks in the shared refrigerator. Artwork created by the individuals is displayed in the hallways and seating areas.

The setting provides suites for visitors who wishes to stay overnight or visitors can stay overnight with the individual.

Individuals have the option to eat when, where, and with whom they choose. Individuals may eat in their living units. The daily menu is posted outside the dining room. Inside the dining room are snacks, which are always available, including fresh fruit. The
kitchens on the third floor also have snacks. Individuals may keep snacks in their living unit or ask staff for a snack at any time. There is no assigned seating during meal times.

If an individual notifies staff ahead of time they are going to miss a meal, staff will keep the meal in the kitchen. Otherwise, the individual may ask staff for a substitute meal upon their return.

Several individuals have decorated their living unit doors with wreaths and pictures. Most individuals choose to have their name next to the living unit door. This is not a
requirement and the AL receives permission from the individual to post their name outside the living unit. Each living unit bathroom has a walk-in or roll-in shower with
grab bars. Individuals may bring their own refrigerator or use one of the refrigerators on the third floor or microwaves in the shared kitchens.

Living units are equipped with locking doors, curtains, and other privacy supports. Individuals are given a key to their living unit, if they choose to have one. Nurses,
maintenance, and the director of housekeeping have master keys. All staff must knock and announce themselves prior to entering an individual’s living unit.

The reviewer noted every individual had either a cell phone or telephone in their living unit. A cordless telephone is available for individuals to make calls.

Ohio has protections in place for waiver enrollees to ensure they understand they have the ability to choose their providers. Individuals work with a case manager, their
families, their provider(s), and the setting administrator or other setting official(s) to ensure the setting is the best option to meet their needs. Upon enroliment,
individuals residing in the setting are offered the same protections as an individual who is not enrolled on a waiver. Individuals also sign the Ohio Department of Aging’s
enrollment agreement form which indicates an individual has chosen waiver services in lieu of institutionalization in a NF, including the setting of their choice.

Prior to attending a review, reviewers request evidence from each AL setting administrator, including the resident agreement. This setting confirmed individuals execute
or sign a legally enforceable agreement pursuant to ORC 3721.13, ORC 3721.16, OAC 3701-16-07, OAC 5516-44-01, and OAC 173-39-02(E).

Reviewers discussed individuals having a roommate with the administrator and were advised no one at this setting was sharing a living unit. The administrator stated
they would discuss this option if an individual was interested and adhere to OAC 173-39-2.16(B)(2)(a)(ii). During the review, reviewers noted no seclusion rooms or
restraints used in this setting.

Individuals are given an activity calendar to hang in their living units each month or they may view it in the gathering room. Some of the activities include Bingo, crafts,
trivia, movie night, different religious activities, and computer lab. AL individuals recently submitted their artwork for a state-wide contest. Many of them attended the
event and won ribbons for their work. The setting offers about two outings a month. Outings include trips to Walmart, scenic tours, Olive Garden, Target, and Bob
Evans. Individuals also go on outings with their family and friends, and on their own as they wish.

AL individuals have requested to have activities with the NF individuals as they enjoy the socialization with individuals residing in the NF. All activities for the AL setting
take place in the shared activity room on the first floor of the setting.

If an individual does not want to attend group activities or a community outing, there are several areas they can sit to read, watch TV, read the newspaper, play a game,
or socialize. The setting also supports full access to individuals to the greater community by helping them seek employment to work, engage in community life, and
manage personal resources, if the individuals desire this assistance.

The setting recently hired more drivers, as there has been an increase in
the need of AL individuals to attend medical appointments or private events outside the setting. Family members and friends also help with transportation needs.
Individuals may use their own cars and may come and go as they wish. The AL administrator confirmed a few AL residents have cars at the setting. Transportation is
arranged for all scheduled AL outings at no additional cost to the individuals.

The setting’s main entrance is locked from 8:00 p.m. to 8:00 a.m. There is a side entrance to the setting which individuals and visitors may access after 8:00 p.m. The
side entrance doors lock at 9:00 p.m. There is a buzzer system, camera, and intercom at the side entrance. The nursing supervisor for the entire setting is notified by the
buzzer that someone needs access to the setting. The nursing supervisor will contact maintenance, who is on-site twenty-four hours, and will let an individual or visitor
inside. Individuals may also call AL staff ahead of time and notify them of their arrival to gain access into the setting.

Community Integration Observations and Input from Individuals, Family Members/Guardians, and Staff

Three individuals were interviewed without the presence of administrative staff. The questions are a set of standard questions used
in a conversational tone with individuals to ensure they are at ease during the interviews. Everyone said satisfied with the way staff
treat them. One individual mentioned staff were very friendly. They agreed staff respect their privacy by always knocking and
waiting for an invitation to enter, shutting doors and curtains, and speaking to them in private. One mentioned staff allow him to be
as independent as possible.

They all like having the ability to choose their own doctors and pharmacy. All three have their own doctors, and one individual uses
both the in-house doctor and her personal doctor. They all agreed there were no problems communicating with staff. Individuals
confirmed they are not assigned seats in the dining room and are not required to participate in activities. They can eat meals when
and where they choose, and if they choose to eat in their room, they can call the nurse or kitchen and their meal will be delivered.
Two of the individuals mentioned they prefer having their meals in the dining room, and one stated she enjoys eating in her room.
Two of the individuals reported the food was great and they all enjoy the buffet style dining. They confirmed there are a variety of
choices available during meal times.

The individuals report they can come and go as they please, and they may have visitors at the time of their choosing. All three
individuals confirmed they have their own personal checking account outside the setting. One individual enjoys the outings offered
by the setting such as trips to Walmart and Red Lobster. One individual mentioned he does not attend meal outings because the
food at the setting is good. The individuals confirmed snacks are always available in the AL dining room and refrigerators in the
kitchens on the third floor.

Three employees were interviewed without the presence of administrative staff. All three interviewed stated they support privacy
and dignity of individuals by keeping individual’s doors and blinds closed, knocking and waiting before entering a unit, and talking to
them in private.

Staff reported the nurse, director of housekeeping, and maintenance have master keys to the living units. Employees reported
individuals leave the setting regularly, on their own, with friends, with family, or for a scheduled outing.

All three said individuals leave the setting at least twice a month to go into the community for scheduled activities including shopping
and dining. One staff member shared many of the settings’ residents are still connected to the community and receive invitations for
dinner parties or baby showers. One said most individuals normally go out with family and friends. All three verified individuals have
the flexibility to receive services and supports during the time and place of their choosing.

One staff member stated if an individual missed a meal, there are always options such as cold cuts or peanut butter and jelly, in the
kitchen rooms. If an individual wants a snack they can go to the AL dining room, one of the kitchens on the third floor, ask staff, or
keep snacks in their living units.

Individuals may access transportation with or without assistance of AL staff.  Individuals may also contact their case manager to assist in arranging transportation.  Individuals are free to call a taxi company.  Residents may also use the setting’s bus for outings.  The setting recently hired more drivers, as there has been an increase in the need of AL individuals to attend medical appointments or private events outside the setting.  Family members and friends also help with transportation needs. Individuals may use their own cars and may come and go as they wish.  The AL administrator confirmed a few AL residents have cars at the setting.  Transportation is arranged for all scheduled AL outings at no additional cost to the individuals.

The setting’s main entrance is locked from 8:00 p.m. to 8:00 a.m.  There is a side entrance to the setting which individuals and visitors may access after 8:00 p.m.  The side entrance doors lock at 9:00 p.m.  There is a buzzer system, camera, and intercom at the side entrance.  The nursing supervisor for the entire setting is notified by the buzzer that someone needs access to the setting.  The nursing supervisor will contact maintenance, who is on-site twenty-four hours, and will let an individual or visitor inside.  Individuals may also call AL staff ahead of time and notify them of their arrival to gain access into the setting.

The setting does not share resident assistant and nursing staff with the NF.  In the event a nurse from the NF needs to cover a shift on the AL, they have received AL training.  Training is done online and occurs monthly after hire.  The trainings include: Resident Rights, Principles and Philosophy of Care in Assisted Living, and Abuse/Neglect/Misappropriation

	Community Integration Observations and Input from Individuals Family MembersGuardians and Staff: Three individuals were interviewed without the presence of administrative staff.  The questions are a set of standard questions used in a conversational tone with individuals to ensure they are at ease during the interviews.  Everyone said satisfied with the way staff treat them.  One individual mentioned staff were very friendly.  They agreed staff respect their privacy by always knocking and waiting for an invitation to enter, shutting doors and curtains, and speaking to them in private. One mentioned staff allow him to be as independent as possible. 
They all like having the ability to choose their own doctors and pharmacy.  All three have their own doctors, and one individual uses both the in-house doctor and her personal doctor.  They all agreed there were no problems communicating with staff. Individuals confirmed they are not assigned seats in the dining room and are not required to participate in activities.  They can eat meals when and where they choose, and if they choose to eat in their room, they can call the nurse or kitchen and their meal will be delivered.  Two of the individuals mentioned they prefer having their meals in the dining room, and one stated she enjoys eating in her room.  Two of the individuals reported the food was great and they all enjoy the buffet style dining.  They confirmed there are a variety of choices available during meal times.  
The individuals report they can come and go as they please, and they may have visitors at the time of their choosing.  All three individuals confirmed they have their own personal checking account outside the setting.  One individual enjoys the outings offered by the setting such as trips to Walmart and Red Lobster.  One individual mentioned he does not attend meal outings because the food at the setting is good.  The individuals confirmed snacks are always available in the AL dining room and refrigerators in the kitchens on the third floor.

Three employees were interviewed without the presence of administrative staff.  All three interviewed stated they support privacy and dignity of individuals by keeping individual’s doors and blinds closed, knocking and waiting before entering a unit, and talking to them in private.  
Staff reported the nurse, director of housekeeping, and maintenance have master keys to the living units.  Employees reported individuals leave the setting regularly, on their own, with friends, with family, or for a scheduled outing.  
All three said individuals leave the setting at least twice a month to go into the community for scheduled activities including shopping and dining.  One staff member shared many of the settings’ residents are still connected to the community and receive invitations for dinner parties or baby showers.  One said most individuals normally go out with family and friends.  All three verified individuals have the flexibility to receive services and supports during the time and place of their choosing.  
One staff member stated if an individual missed a meal, there are always options such as cold cuts or peanut butter and jelly, in the kitchen rooms.  If an individual wants a snack they can go to the AL dining room, one of the kitchens on the third floor, ask staff, or keep snacks in their living units.
