	Description of the Setting: Trilogy Healthcare of Putnam DBA The Meadows of Kalida (hereafter AL or setting) is in a small community near the banks of the Ottawa River in Kalida, Ohio.  This is a Limited Liability Corporation corporately owned by Trilogy Health Services.  The setting has an assisted living (AL) setting co-located with a nursing facility (NF).  According to the AL administrator, AL staff are separate from NF staff.  The AL has a separate operating budget from the NF.  The AL provides waiver services.

There is a sign identifying the setting   from the main road.  There are two driveways to the setting from the main road and both lead to the AL and NF.  The AL main entrance is at the front of the setting while the NF main entrance is in the back of the setting.  There is a parking lot in front of the AL main entrance including designated handicap parking.  Parking is also available along the driveway leading to the NF main entrance.  There is a sign in the parking lot identifying the AL main entrance and NF main entrance.
The AL is a single-story setting and is surrounded by private residences, commercial businesses, and farmlands.   It is approximately two miles to shopping, dining, and entertainment.  Individuals living in private residences have the same proximity to the community as individuals residing in the AL.

The AL main entrance is covered and has a drop-off area immediately outside.  There is a seating area with benches outside the front door.  The AL main entrance has two sets of doors. 
The AL main entrance opens into a large common area.  The common area has several chairs, two couches, and a fireplace.  To the left are administrative offices.

Straight ahead from the common area is the AL dining room.  The dining room has a juice and coffee machine.  To the right of the common area is a short hallway leading to a lounge area on the right.  The lounge area has a piano, TV, games, couch, and table and chairs.  Beyond the lounge area is a hallway: to the right are AL living units and to the left is a door.  The door is always closed but is unlocked.  On the other side of the door is a kitchen, laundry room and a short hallway leading to the NF setting.  
There is a patio along with a putting green, accessible from the AL dining room.

Individuals have the option to choose which time they prefer to eat, where, and with whom.  Individuals may eat in their living units.  The dining room offers several buffet style selections for meals daily.  If an alternative is requested, the kitchen will provide the requested items available.  If the kitchen staff is unavailable, the nurse will accommodate the individual with food from the kitchen.  Individuals may also utilize the kitchen but must alert the appropriate staff ahead of time.  Individuals may keep snacks in their living units.  There are no assigned seats during meals.  Snacks available upon request.  If an individual missed a meal, staff will save a meal tray or the individual may order from the kitchen upon their return.

	undefined: The interiors of the living units are decorated and reflect the personal interest/style of individuals residing there.  Each living unit bathroom has a walk-in or roll-in shower with grab bars.  Every living unit has a small kitchenette with a sink, refrigerator, and microwave. 
Living units are equipped with locking doors, curtains, and other privacy supports.  Individuals are given a key to their living unit, if they choose to have one.  The AL nurse and maintenance each have a master key.  The master key is only used in emergencies.  Staff are trained to knock on an individual’s door, ask permission to enter, and identify themselves before entering an individual’s living unit.

Ohio has protections in place for waiver enrollees to ensure they understand they have the ability to choose their providers.  Individuals work with a case manager, their families, their provider(s), and the setting administrator or other setting official(s) to ensure the setting is the best option to meet their needs.  Upon enrollment, individuals residing in the setting are offered the same protections as an individual who is not enrolled on a waiver.  Individuals also sign the Ohio Department of Aging’s enrollment agreement form which indicates an individual has chosen waiver services in lieu of institutionalization in a NF, including the setting of their choice.  

Prior to attending a review, reviewers request evidence from each AL setting administrator, including the resident agreement.  This setting confirmed individuals execute or sign a legally enforceable agreement pursuant to ORC 3721.13, ORC 3721.16, OAC 3701-16-07, OAC 5516-44-01, and OAC 173-39-02(E).

Reviewers discussed individuals having a roommate with the administrator and were advised no one at this setting was sharing a living unit.  The administrator stated they would discuss this option if an individual was interested and adhere to OAC 173-39-2.16(B)(2)(a)(ii).  During the review, reviewers noted no seclusion rooms or restraints used in this setting.

Individuals are given an activity calendar to hang in their living units each month.  There is an activity calendar posted in the AL setting.  Outings include shopping trips, sightseeing, religious services, trips to the lake, train rides, and dining out.  Additionally, at the annual staff retreat, staff invite two individuals and their family members, if necessary, to participate in their retreat and assist with planning outings for the next year.

If an individual chooses not to participate in an activity in the community, internal activities include Bingo, Wii Bowling, painting, exercise, trivia, manicures, cards, Chef Circle, line dancing, and concerts. Individuals at the setting also have access to TVs, computers, and other media.  The setting also supports full access to the greater community by helping individuals seek employment to work, engage in community life, and manage personal resources, if they desire this assistance.

Individuals may access transportation with or without the assistance of AL staff.  Individuals may also contact their case manager for assistance.  Transportation options include the setting van, Putnam County EMA, and Putnam County Council on Aging.  Family members and friends also help with transportation needs.  Individuals may use their own cars and may come and go as they wish.

The first set of doors at the AL main entrance is always unlocked.  The second set of doors locks from 10:00 p.m. to 6:00 a.m.  Individuals may access the setting by using the key pad or by ringing the doorbell.  AL individuals are given the key pad code.  Individuals may also call AL staff ahead of time.

AL staff are separate from NF staff.  AL staff are trained upon hire and annually thereafter.  Training includes: The Aging Process, HIPAA Privacy Practices, Resident Rights, Dementia Care, Abuse & Neglect, and Communicating with the Elderly.

	Community Integration Observations and Input from Individuals Family MembersGuardians and Staff: Three individuals were interviewed without the presence of administrative staff.  The questions are a set of standard questions used in a conversational tone with individuals to ensure the individuals are at ease during the interviews.  All three individuals stated they love the setting and it is very homelike.  They reported they decide their own daily schedules and activities.   Everyone agreed the staff respect their privacy and they always knock and wait, unless there was is an emergency occurring.  Individuals confirmed they are not assigned seats in the dining room and may eat meals when and where they choose.  They enjoy the activities in the community and at the setting.  They confirmed they are not required to participate in activities.  They have the freedom to come and go as they please and can have visitors when and where they want.  They often visit friends and family in the NF.  Several mentioned the staff offsite meeting and thought it was great they were included for the planning of activities for the AL.  Those who had not attended yet expressed interest in going the following year.  They enjoy the food and snacks and drinks are always available.

Three employees were interviewed without the presence of administrative staff.  The aides reported they always knock before entering a living unit, always close doors, and let the individual lead when assisting.  Staff reported the master key is locked away and only used when an individual does not respond to the knocking or an emergency.   Staff reported individuals leave the setting regularly with family or friends, or during a scheduled outing.  Staff also noted outings in the community are scheduled one to two times per week.  Field trips, guided bus tours, museums, parks, and shopping are some of the options.  Staff confirmed individuals have choice in receiving services and supports during their requested time and place.  If an individual wants a snack, there is a snack cart available to accommodate them or they can also contact staff.  According to staff, most individuals usually have drinks and snacks in their living units.  The marketing director mentioned the setting is in a small town and is very involved with the community, including offering a free to low cost (based on income) health care facility in the back of the setting closer to the NF. They also are very inclusive, with ensuring family and friends are aware of events in and out of the setting, so they may be with their loved ones.  One staff member said how caring and family oriented the setting is and most individuals enjoy their time at the setting.  Her sentiments were echoed by the setting administrator at the entrance interview.
